Under Stambaughõs super-
vision, low-risk inmates from the 
Trumbull County Jail worked at 
various sites, including aban-
doned lots, mowing lawns and 
picking up garbage. The in-
mates also performed many 
community tasks for events at 
the Opera House in Cortland, 
Forth of July in Newton Falls, 
and at Quimby Park in Warren 
City. 

The program began with a 
simple phone call to the Trum-
bull County Commissionersõ 
Office. This is a perfect example 
of how one person presenting 
an idea to the commissioners 
can result in something good 
for the community.  Jim Gra-
ham, a county resident, con-
tacted Commissioner Frank 
Fuda three years ago and sug-
gested a neighborhood cleanup 
program. A similar program in 
Youngstown inspired the sug-
gestion.  

Originally intended to be a 
cleanup program for Warren 
City, it quickly grew due to the 
positive response from Trumbull 
County neighborhoods.  Sev-
eral citizens have participated 
by giving donations, which has 
allowed the program to expand 
into leaf raking and snow re-
moval.  Since its inception in 
2007, about 5,000 locations in 
Trumbull County have been 
serviced, including over 3,000 
last year alone. It has saved 
Trumbull County communities 
over $77,000.00 dollars in this 
tough economy.

The group plans 
to hold a public meeting on 
March 1, 2010 in the Commis-
sionersõ Hearing Room at 4:30 
p.m. to discuss plans for the 
summer neighborhood cleanup 
program.
